Debtor
A deblor is the person, corporation, or other entity that
hns filed & bankruptey case,

Creditor

A creditor is the person, corporation, or ather entity
owed o debt by the debtor on the date of the bankruptcy
filing.

Claim

A cleim is the creditor’s right {o receive payment on a
debl that was owed by the deblor on the date of the
bunknrptey filing, See 11 U.S.C. §101 (3). A cizim may
be secured or unsecured.

Proof of Claim

A proof of cleim is a form used by the creditor to
indicnte the amount of the debt owed by the deltor on
the date of the bankruptcy filing. The ereditor must file
the form with the cierk of the same bankruptcy court in
which the bankrupicy case was filed.

Secured Claim Under 11 U.S.C. §506(a)

A secured cluim is one backed by a lien on property of
the debior, The elaim is secured 50 long as the creditor
hus the right to be paid from the property prior to ofher
creditors. The smount of the secured cloim cannot
exceed the value of the property, Any amount owed 10
the creditor in excess of the value of the property isen
unsecured claim. Examples of liens on property include
a morigage on repl estate or a security interest in & cor.

A lien may be voluntarily granted by a debtor or may be
obtained through a court proceeding. In sqme states, a
court judgment is o lien, A cleim also may be secured if

the ereditor owes the debtor money (has a right to setoff).

Unsecured Clalm

An unsecured clpim is one that does not meet 1he
requirements of r secured claim, A cloim may be partly
unsecured if the nmount of the clazim exceeds the value
of the property an whith the creditor hns a lien,

Claim Entitled to Priority Under 11 U.S.C, §507(x)
Priority cloims ore certain cotegories of unsecured claims
that are paid from the available money or property in a
bankruptcy case before other unsecured claims.

Redacted

A document hos been redacted when the person filing it
has masked, edited out, or otherwise deleted, certnin
informntion.

Evidence of Perfection

Evidence of perfection may include a mortgege, lien,
ceriificale of title, financing statement, or ather
document showing that the lien has been filed or
recorded.

Offers to Purchase a Claim

Ceriain entities are in the business of purchasing claims
for on amount Jess than the foct value of the clnims. One
or more of these entities may contact the creditor and
offer to purchase the claim. Some of the written
communications from these entities may ensily be
confused with officin] court documaniation or
communications frosm fhe debtor. These entities do not
represend the bankmuptcy court or the debtor. The
creditor has no obligation to sell its claim. However, if
the creditor decides to sell its clrim, eny transfer of such
clnim is subject to FRBP 3001(e), ony applicable
provisions of the Bankruptoy Code (11 US.C. § 101 et
seg.), and eny applicable orders of the bankrupicy court.
